Addendum

The Spann family's origins are Welsh.

The English language only became standardized in the last few centuries. For that reason, spelling variations are commeon amang many Anglo-Morman names.
The shape of the English language was frequently changed with the introduction of elements of Morman French, Latin, and other European languages; even the
spelling of literate people’s names were subsequently modified. Spann has been recorded under many different variations, including Espaigne, Espayne, E
Spain, Espaine, Espinay, Espineto, Espiney, Epinay, Spineto, Espagne, Lespagnol, Lespagnou, Lespagneau, Lespagnol, Lepagneux and many more.

First found in Somerset where they held a family seat as Lords of the Manor. After the Battle of Hastings in 1066, William, Duke of Mormandy, having prevailed over
King Harold, granted most of Britain to his many victorious Barons. It was not uncommon to find a Baron, or a Bishop, with 60 or more Lordships scattered
throughout the country. These he gave to his sons, nephews and other junior lines of his family and they became known as under-tenants. They adopted the
Morman system of surnames which identified the under-tenant with his holdings so as to distinguish him from the senior stem of the family. Ater many rebellious
wars between his Barons, Duke William, commissioned a census of all England to determine in 1086, settling ance and for all, who held which land. He called
the census the Domesday Book, mindicating that those holders registered would hold the land until the end of time. Hence, conjecturally, the surname is
descended from the tenant of many lands in Somerset who was recorded in the Domesday Book census of 1086. Alfred dEspagne was a great Morman Baron,
brother of Roger Toeni, from Eespagne, Pont Audemer who was granted twenty lordships in Somerset.

The Great Migration

To escape the uncertainty of the political and religious uncertainty found in England, many English families boarded ships at great expense to sail for the colonies
held by Britain. The passages were expensive, though, and the boats were unsafe, overcrowded, and ridden with disease. Those who were hardy and lucky
enough to make the passage intact were rewarded with land, opportunity, and social environment less prone to religious and political persecution. Many of these
families went on to be important contributors to the young nations of Canada and the United States where they settled. Spanns were some of the first of the
immigrants to arrive in Morth America:

Col. Jordarwas one of Surry County, Virginia's most prominent citizens. He was in the House of
Burgesses at intervals for nearly 30 years, serving in the sessions ef7,645859, 167476.

He was a Justice in Surry County in 1652 and afterwards was AttorneyaGné/irginia from

1667 to his death in 1678.

Apparently, George Jordan arrived in Virginia in 1637. Greer's "Early Virginia Immigrants" says
that George Jordan was imported 1637 by Capt. Henry Browne of James City County.

In 1673, the Surry Court gnted George Jordan a certificate showing his right to have land
(headrights) for the transportation of 38 persons, among whom was Fortune Flood, his sister,
who married John Flood; Arthur Jordan, his brother; Charles and William Jordan; John Cary,
RobertLee and William Thompson.

Colonel George Jordan lived near Four Mile Tree Plantation. At this plantation, is today found
one of the oldest legible tombstones in Virginia: that of George Jordan's wife, Alice. It reads:

"Here lyeth the Body of Alyce Myles
daughter of John Myles of Branton

near Herreford Gent. and late wife

of Mr. George Jordan in Virginia who
departed this life the 7th of January 1650
Reader, her dust is here included who was
Witt and grace composed

Her life was Vertuous during health But
Highly Glorous in her death.
